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Results (1): Child & Home Safety

 All reported smoke alarms in home but not familiar with
proper maintenance; fire escape plans rare

* Most reported never leaving children alone in tub; not
familiar with adjusting water heater temperature

» Poison prevention strategies insufficient (“up high”)
« Most not familiar with CO risks or CO alarms
« No one allowed young children to walk alone

« Despite endorsing importance of car seats, barriers
Included cost, knowledge of law, car ownership

« Despite reported knowledge of sleeping risks for young
children, many reported sleeping with child when s/he sick
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Results (2): Differences from home

country to Baltimore

* No familiarity or requirements for smoke alarms
and CO alarms

* No reported use of car seats

 Homes constructed of different material (e.g.,
concrete)

« Common practice to store cleaning/liquid products
In soda bottles

* More rural areas with different road designs and
amount of traffic
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Results (3): Recommendations for

Promoting CARES

« Hesitant to visit CARES without knowing what it is
« Qutside graphics don’t convey mission and services

« Eager to learn about injury prevention but distrust
uniformed authorities

« Affiliation/relationship with known agencies (e.g.,
Adelante Familia, Esperanza Center, Bayview
Pediatrics Clinic, etc) would alleviate concerns

« Charlas, informative discussions/talks, preferred
style of learning
